HISTORY OF DISTRICT HEIGHTS CODE ENFORCEMENT 

BUILDING PERMIT COSTS 

 

In 1991, the Chief of Police and Mr. John Lamarre the first Code enforcement officer for the City of 
District Heights realized that there were issues that required change not the least of which was the permit process.  In this regard 
we came up with a two tiered approach.  We first determined that a small to moderate project, such as the addition of a roof or con-
struction of a driveway, would take approximately one to two hours of city employee’s time for processing of the application, issu-
ance of the permit and inspection of the job. We recommended that for such small to moderate projects a nominal fee of $20.00 
should be charged. 

We also determined that larger projects would require expenditures of substantially more time by City employees. We estimated 
that such project would on the average require about nine hours of city employees’ time. We recognized that no precise calculation 
could be made and that for some projects more than nine hours would be spent. Therefore, we recommended an additional fee of 
2% up to $10,000.00 of the construction costs for larger projects to pay for time involved. A $220.00 fee for nine hours worth of 
work amounts to $25.00 an hour to pay salaries and all indirect costs. 

In the years since 1991 the two tiered approach describe above which the Mayor and Commissioner enacted in 1991 has proven to 
be fairly accurate estimate of the amount of time actually spent on projects of different magnitude by City employees. There have 
been some projects on which considerably more time than forecast was spent.  The intent in 1991 was to arrive at a building inspec-
tion permit fee that would bear a reasonable relationship to the amount of work to be done in processing the application and per-
forming the inspection. Based upon that decisive factor the City has done as it intended in arriving at a measurable cost for permit 
fees.

2007 Fall Leaf Collection Schedule 

The Public Works Department will begin its annual Fall Leaf Collection on Monday, November 5, 2007. 
The City will be divided into four sections, as shown on the map below. Piles of leaves that have sticks, 
rocks, bricks, car parts, bottles, etc., will not be picked up. The leaves should be piled between the side-
walk and curb, not more than four feet from the curb, as the vacuum hose will not reach any further. If the 
leaves are wt and heavy, on the scheduled pick-up day, they will not be picked up until they become drier. 

Please note: Leaves will be picked up on a non-scheduled basis from January 2, 2008 through January 7, 
2008. After this time, all leaves must be put in bags and placed curbside for Burch Trash Service, which 
picks up leaves and grass clipping on Mondays. There will be no leaf collection on the following dates: No-
vember 12, 22, and 23, 2007 and December 24, and 25, 2007. Tree limbs will not be picked up dur-
ing the fall leaf removal season. Limb pick-up will resume on Tuesday January 8, 2008. Christmas 
trees will also be included in this pick-up.

City of District Heights Information 

Keep Your Properties Clean 

It shall be a municipal infraction for any person in possession of any land within the developed area of the City, whether said per-
son be a tenant or owner, to permit or allow any trash, waste material, garbage, offensive or dirty brush or other filth of any kind 
whatsoever to accumulate upon his or her premises and alley.  Furthermore, it shall be a municipal infraction for any person in 
possession of any land within the developed area of the City, whether said person be a tenant or owner to permit or allow his yard, 
lot or land to grow or develop with weeds, briars, dead limbs, or dead trees.  If the said nuisance is not removed within ten (10) 
days after adjudication of the municipal infraction by the District Court, then the Commission shall cause the public  nuisance to 
be removed and is authorized to incur the necessary expense in so doing, and shall place a charge against the proper person(s) for 
such costs including unpaid municipal infraction fines.  NOTE:  Effective July 1, 1999, illegal dumping fines are $1,000.  To request 
a copy of the City of District Heights Code of Ordinances, please call (301) 336-1400.
